Cut out on dotted line and “apply” (pray) daily to affected area (the church!!). . . 

Prayer for Gateway Church From God’s Word*
Dear Lord, we humble ourselves under your mighty hand, so that You may exalt us at the proper time. (I Peter 5:6)  We confess our sins, knowing that You are faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness. (I Jn 1:9)  We draw near with a sincere heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water. (Heb 10:22)  Let the word of Christ richly dwell within us. (Col 3:16a)  May we be filled with the knowledge of Your will in all spiritual wisdom and understanding (Col 1:9) so that we will walk in a manner worthy of You, Lord, to please You in all respects, bearing fruit in every good work and increasing in the knowledge of God; strengthened with all power, according to Your glorious might, for the attaining of all steadfastness and patience; joyously giving thanks to You, Father, who has qualified us to share in the inheritance of the saints in Light. (Col 1:10-12) 
And, being renewed in the spirit of our mind, (Eph 4:23) may we put on a heart of compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness and patience; bearing with one another, and forgiving each other, whoever has a complaint against anyone; just as the Lord forgave us, so also should we (Col 3:12-13) until we all attain to the unity of the faith, (Eph 4:13) appreciating those who diligently labor among us, and have charge over us in the Lord and give us instruction, and that we esteem them very highly in love because of their work. We pray to live in peace with one another.             (I Thess 5:12,13) I pray by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that we all agree and that there be no divisions among us, but that we be made complete in the same mind and in the same judgment, (I Cor 1:10) conducting ourselves in a manner worthy of the gospel of Christ, standing firm in one spirit, with one mind striving together for the faith of the gospel. (Phil 1:27) 
I pray that we are not carried away by varied and strange teachings, (Heb 13:9) but being diligent to present ourselves approved to God as workmen who do not need to be ashamed, accurately handling the word of truth. (II Tim 2:15) We pray not to be grumblers, finding fault, following after our own lusts; nor speaking arrogantly, flattering people for the sake of gaining an advantage, (Jude 1:16) but to do good, to be rich in good works, to be generous and ready to share. (I Tim 6:18)  I pray that our church body will be fitted and held together by what every joint supplies, according to the proper working of each individual part, causing the growth of the body for the building up of itself in love. (Eph 4:16)  As each one has received a special gift, let them employ it in serving one another as good stewards of the manifold grace of God, (I Pet 4:10) not merely looking out for our own personal interests, but also for the interests of others. (Phil 2:4)  
Let us all fervently love one another from the heart, (I Pet 1:22)  so that we do not lose what we have accomplished, but that we may receive a full reward. (II Jn 1:8)  Let us be of sound judgment and sober spirit for the purpose of prayer, above all, keeping fervent in our love for one another, because love covers a multitude of sins, (I Pet 4:7,8)  laying aside every encumbrance and the sin which so easily entangles us, and letting us run with endurance the race that is set before us. (Heb 12:1)  
May we set our mind on the things above, not on the things that are on earth, (Col 3:2)  forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward to what lies ahead, pressing on toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus, (Phil 3:13,14) putting on the full armor of God, so that we will be able to stand firm against the schemes of the devil. (Eph 6:11)  That we may speak Your word with all confidence, while You extend Your hand to heal, and signs and wonders take place through the name of Your holy servant Jesus. (Acts 4:29,30)
